Road Race：Hualien Pacific Ocean Park → No.193 road → Hualien Bridge (Turn 

left to Rolling Start) → No. 11 Highway→ Niushan → Nuwa Temple / 

Turn around → 10Km of No.11 Finish. Distance: 80kms. 

Junior High School：Hualien Pacific Ocean Park → No.193 road → Hualien Bridge 

(Turn left to Rolling Start) → No. 11 Highway→ Niuliaokeng Bridge 

uphill/Turn around →Yanliao/10Km of No.11 Highway. Distance: 60kms. 

Challenge：Hualien Pacific Ocean Park → No.193 road → Hualien Bridge → No. 

11 Highway→ Niushan → Nuwa Temple / Turn around → Hualien 

Pacific Ocean Park Finish. Distance: 90kms. 

 

Eligibility：1.TTT：Only teams registered for the road race may register TTT. The score of the 

4th rider of the 5-rider team will be calculated as the team score. The 5 riders 

of a team could be male or female. The team must wear the same team jerseys 

in the race. Standard road bikes must be used. 

     2.Road Race：Junior Highschool or above. Those who love long-distance bicycle 

riding are welcomed.

download after the event. 

2. TTT top 6 teams will be awarded trophies. 

3. Road Race top 6 and Junior Highschool top 6 riders, by category, will be awarded 

trophies. 

4. Event overall ranking top 6, Women overall ranking top 6 and Junior Highschool 

overall ranking top 6 riders will be awarded trophies. 

The general results will be calculated based on the combined rankings of the 

Road Race and the Team Time Trial.

Participation Notice： 

1. Participants participate in bicycle challenges and events organized by the Cyclists 

Association at their own discretion. 

2. The participant has reviewed the relevant information and participation instructions 

provided by the Organizer for this challenge, the event, and understands the relevant 

reminders and precautions, and has no objection. 

3. Please participate according to your personal strength and health condition, and if 

you feel unwell during the ride, please move to a safe place on the roadside to rest, 

and do not exceed your personal physical load. 

4. The Race group is limited to using standard drop handlebar road bikes with complete 

brake systems and no power assistance. Participants must wear bicycle helmets 

properly throughout the event. 

5. The kettle must be made for bicycles. To prevent the water bottle from falling during 

the journey and affect the safety of riders behind you, please be sure to check and 

adjust the water bottle cage before you go to keep the water bottle securely placed. 

6. Before the ride, please be sure to check that the bicycle parts are assembled firmly 

and the tire pressure is appropriate, to maintain the best condition of the bicycle to 

maintain safety. 

7. This event cannot provide traffic control excluding other non-event road users except 

for the leading group and for the peloton group. Riders behind the Peloton but have 

not been eliminated from the race must abide by traffic rules and keep to the right in

8. Please bring your health insurance card with you. Injured persons during the activity 

are required to seek medical attention on the same day and obtain a hospital 

diagnosis certificate and receipt for insurance claims. 

9. This bicycle challenge and activity is difficult, and participants should pay attention to 

their physical health and consider the risks that may arise from participating in the 

race and activity. If you have high blood pressure, cardiovascular disease, heart 

disease, diabetes, epilepsy, asthma, etc., or other diseases that are not suitable for 

intense exercise, you are not allowed to participate in this challenge or activity 

(participants are requested to judge whether they have symptoms or not, and if they 

still insist on participating in the competition, the Organizer will not be liable for any 

accidents caused by them).  

10. It is inevitable that a participant will fall or collide during the challenge, and the 

Organizer will not be liable for any compensation other than insurance for such 

accidents. 

11. This activity is insured with NT$3 million of public accident liability insurance in 

accordance with the relevant regulations of the Ministry of the Interior. The "Public 

Accident Liability Insurance" only covers claims for accidental injuries caused by the 

liability of the General Assembly. If participants have a history of various diseases, 

please assess their own safety and do not participate. If you consider that the 

insurance coverage is insufficient, please take out other valid personal insurance by 

yourself. For the coverage of "Public Accident Liability Insurance", please refer to the 

"Appendix". The maximum claim amount of this activity insurance is the amount 

borne by the policy, and the Organizer will not provide the claim amount in excess 

of the policy claim amount. If you cannot agree to the insurance coverage, items and 

amount in the insurance content, it is suggested that you apply for personal accident 

insurance by yourself. 

12.  NOTICE for TEAM CARS: Team vehicles must follow the Commissaire's instructions 

during the event and on the route. If a traffic accident occurs with other personnel or 

vehicles (participants, other team vehicles or other road users), it will be handled in 

the same way as general traffic accidents, and the Organizer will not be held 

responsible for such traffic accidents. 

13. In case of typhoon or other force majeure natural disasters or incidents, the Organizer 
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has the right to decide whether to cancel or postpone or change to other alternative 

routes and methods for safety reasons. The Participant agrees that the Organizer will 

dispose of the situation in the best interest of the Participant. If the registration is 

cancelled due to this derivation, the Organizer will refund the fee after deducting the 

relevant fees incurred.  

14. The Organizer has the right to broadcast the video, photos and results of this event 

around the world, and announce, exhibit and log in to the website and publications.  

15. All participants are asked to be environmentally friendly and tidy – no littering. 

16. If there are any matters not covered in these regulations or any changes, they may be 

amended at any time. 

17. All event updates will be announced on TCF’s website www.cyclist.org.tw as well as 

on the Facebook fan page. Upon your registration, please keep an eye on them. 

REMARK： 

1. Race appeal: for the race appeal please raise the document, together with a security 

deposit of NT$3,000, to the Chief Race Commissaire within 30 minutes after the race 

finish time. The final decision will be made by the Race Commissaire. If the appeal is 

unsuccessful, the security deposit will be confiscated. 

2. If a complaint/appeal is not filed in accordance with the above procedures, thus 

disrupting the competition, the Race Commissaire may take appropriate measures to 

maintain the progress of the competition.
